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Written declaration on the detrimental impact of the European Court of Justice rulings in the Viking, Laval and other cases, now being used by Racist and Xenophobic Parties to undermine worker's rights across the EU
The European Parliament,
–
having regard to Rule 116 of its Rules of Procedure,
A.
Aware of the consequences of the recent decisions by the European Court of Justice in the Viking, Laval and other cases, that seriously undermined workers rights across the European Union
B.  Conscious that the result has been used by unscrupulous right-wing groups to promote racism          and xenophobia in Britain and elsewhere, resulting in demonstrations against 'foreign workers',        in particular Portuguese, Spanish and Italians, rather then against the root cause of 'unequal               treatment' as a consequence of the ECJ decision,

Urges Member State Governments to resist the siren calls of the racists and the xenophobes to blame 'foreign workers' who are the victims not the perpetrators;

Demands Member States commit themselves to amending the Posted Worker Directive so that its original intention is, to provide equal treatment for all workers is restored, and not just to provide in consequence of the ECJ decisions a pool of low wage and disadvantaged labour for unscrupulous employers;
3. Demands that the incoming Commission President and Commission, commits' itself to include in its work programme a revision of the Posted Worker Directive as indicated above;

4. Commit, as individual members, not to vote for any New Commission President or Commission that does not commit itself to such an urgent revision;

5. Instructs its President to forward this declaration, together with the name of the signatories, to the Council, the Commission, and the parliaments and governments of the Member States.
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
